2) Agencies will be asked to confirm their agency names and registration information at the site (on-site registration is acceptable).
3) Unicor-Federal Prison Industries, Inc. will be on hand to provide loading, transport and ultimate recycling services to the governmental agencies at no costs. 
4) GSA/Unicor will provide a statement to each participating agency to acknowledge receipt of their “acceptable” property. Property deemed “not acceptable” will be returned immediately.
