Approval:   GSA will be on site to approve all Federal Transfers (Standard Form 122) and State Transfers (Standard Form 123).  Agencies are encouraged to bring blank pre-approved 122s/123s signed by their respective agency to facilitate the process.  Screeners may use the item spreadsheet (provided) as an attachment to the SF- 122/123 to identify the specific item(s) being requested. A fax machine will be available for those agencies unable to bring a blank pre-approved SF 122/123. 

Removal:  Agencies have 15 calendar days to remove the property, but are encouraged to remove ASAP.
