Case Study #1

Federal Communication Commission, Mary Jones, Office Manager is responsible for replacing thirty-four complete computer systems in her office.  Each system contains a CPU, monitor, key board and mouse.  In your group discuss the options Mary has in disposing of the computer equipment.  For this exercise, the hard drives have been completely wiped.  

Case Study #2

Department of Commerce/Bureau of Census, Chuck Jackson, Accountable Property Officer for the Department of Commerce/Bureau of Census is responsible for planning the disposal of 4200 pieces of office furnishings for approximately 450 DOC/Bureau of Census employees. Of the furnishings, the inventory includes 300 Herman Miller workstations.  For this discussion, the agency is moving in August 2018 into a new facility and will not be taken any furnishings.  In your group discuss disposal options.

Department of State, Barry White, Fleet Manager has twenty-three vehicles, including a white Cadillac, vehicles are located through-out the US. In your group, please discuss disposal options. 
Case Study #4

DHHS, NIH, Michael Jordan, Lead Property Disposal Specialist, is responsible for disposing of 32 pieces of scientific equipment.  The excess inventory includes spectrometers and centrifuges.  In your group, please discuss disposal solutions.  How should the spectrometers and centrifuges be handled?
Case Study #5

Department of the Army in Aberdeen, Maryland, Sgt. Michelle Brown, Property Book Officer has forty rooms of excess dormitory furniture.  What action is required by Sgt. Brown to complete the disposal requirements? 

Case Study #6
DHHS, Food and Drug Administration, Ms. Angela Brodie, Research and Design Specialist, has an electron microscope that is five years old and does not have the latest features needed to perform her mission.  In your group, discuss the disposal options. 
Case Study #7

Department of Homeland Security in Washington, DC, Gary Simpson, Office manager, has thirty set-ups of office furniture consisting of a desk, credenza, task chair, two side chairs, bookcase and file cabinet to dispose.  Scenario:  Mr. Simpson lease is about to expire in one week and he has not reported the property to his Accountable Property Officer for internal screening or GSA for reutilization screening.  In your group discuss the disposal options for Mr. Simpson.  Also discuss what action your group would have taken to avoid the mistakes made by Mr. Simpson. 
Case Study # 8
The Office of Personal Management in Washington, DC has an excess guard shack (booth) located in their parking garage; Mr. Auto is not sure if the shack is personal property or real property.  In your group discuss the criteria for determining if property is classified as personal or real property.  

Case Study # 9
The University of Maryland Agriculture department is looking for an excess scientific equipment. What are some of the department options for searching for excess equipment?

The Mount Rainier Fire Department in the State of Maryland, is looking for surplus fire related equipment. What are their options?
